AREA ATTRACTIONS?
Aside from being the home of the annual NBL Grand Nationals, Louisville is ideally located within driving 
distance of 60% of the US population.  The Louisville International Airport has 100 daily flights and 
serves 3.7 million passengers annually.  The airport offers many low-cost flight options and is serviced 
by 21 passenger airlines and 10 major brands, including a Southwest hub.  The airport is located only 6 
miles from downtown Louisville.

Add an extra day or two into your schedule when traveling to the Summit to visit some of the area at-
tractions.  There are over 50 restaurants within a 5-block radius of our host hotel, the Marriott Louisville 
Downtown.  Museum Row is located within walking distance and is home to the following attractions: 
Glassworks, Louisville Slugger Museum & Factory, Frazier International History Museum, Louisville Sci-
ence Center, Kentucky Museum of Arts & Crafts, 21c Museum Hotel, Kentucky Center for Performing Arts 
and the Muhammad Ali Center.

Just a short walk from the host hotel, Fourth Street Live! is Louisville’s premier dining, entertainment 
and retail destination.  Located on Fourth Street, between Liberty Street and Muhammad Ali Boulevard, 
in the heart of historic downtown Louisville, KY; there are features such as waterfront park, Main Street, 
Slugger Field, and other major attractions.
